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Summary: Effective immediately an estimation of the neoplastic cell content of the
selected “tumor” area MUST be indicated with specimens submitted for KRAS
and/or BRAF mutational analysis. It is acceptable to indicate simply >50% neoplastic
cell content or <50% neoplastic cell content. More specific estimates are acceptable.

Specimens in which no desired sampling area (tumor) and estimated neoplastic cell
content is indicated will be returned to the client so that the proper region of interest

and information can be indicated and resubmitted to CPAL.

Specimens should be transported and stored at room temperature.
